Accordingly, the
Council urged that if, in the above-mentioned instances, the
State of Registry finds itself unable to discharge adequately
the functions allocated to it by the Convention, it delegate to
the State of the Operator, subject to acceptance by the latter
State, those functions of the State of Registry that can more
adequately be discharged by the State of the Operator. While
Article 83 bis of the Convention entered into force on 20
June 1997 in vrespect of Contracting States which have
ratified the related Protocol (Doc 9318), the foregoing
action  will  remain  particularly  relevant  for  those
Contracting States which do not have treaty relations under
Article 83 bis. It was understood that pending entry into
force of Article 83 bis of the Convention, the foregoing action
would only be a matter of practical convenience and would
not affect either the provisions of the Chicago Convention
prescribing the duties of the State of Registry or any third
State. However, as Article 83 bis of the Convention entered
into force on 20 June 1997, such transfer agreements will
have effect in respect of Contracting States which have
ratified the related Protocol (Doc 9318) wupon fulfilment of
the conditions established in Article 83 bis.
